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Quilter’s Creative Touch – Moving Your Designs 
 

I. Introduction 

A. When placing patterns, only one pattern can be placed in any one quilt block on your layout 

1. If you try to Place  a pattern in a quilt block that already has a design, the 
original design disappears and the new pattern takes its place 

2. What you can do is Move  patterns into that block. 

a) And you will find that you can move and position as many patterns as you want 
into that quilt block 

B. It is easy to underestimate the power of the Move tool 

1. Using Move will allow you to create a group of designs to fill an area  

a) Designs moved in from other blocks can be selected and quilted either 
individually or in smaller groups to create the complete look 

2. You can also move whole rows of designs to create fill patterns or pantographs that 
look exactly the way you wanted. 

a) When you begin moving rows of  patterns you will discover a wealth of different 
looks that can be created from even the simplest quilt patterns 

3. Or use Move to create elaborate pantographs that have lots of detail 

a) Today you will see a pantograph with nine blocks that will have thirteen 
patterns to create the final look 

 

II. 24 Inch Center Block 

A. Designs can be moved in from other blocks to fill an area. 

1. If you had a 24” block in the center of your medallion quilt, you might find that grouping 
several quilting patterns in that area would be more effective than one really large quilting 
pattern 

a) So let’s take a look at creating a 24” block and filling that block with 9 separate 
quilting designs. 

B. Set up to begin 

1. Touch New Quilt  in the Design and Create column of the Home page 
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a) And the quilt layout page is opened 

2. The default quilt layout is already the size we need 

a) The layout has 5 rows and 5 columns 

b) And the quilt blocks are 8 inches. 

c) The dimensions of your quilt layout are always displayed in the margin at the 
bottom of the quilt layout 

 

3. Use Merge  to create a 24 inch block in the 
center of the layout 

a) Touch and drag to select the 9 blocks in the 
center of the layout 

b) Touch Merge  to create one large 
block in the center 

C. Select a design for the center of the block 

1. Touch Select Pattern  

2. Touch Patterns  to see all of the pattern folders 

3. Double tap to open the Exclusives folder   

4. Double tap to open the Folk Art folder  

5. Select the design called flower wreath.gpf  

6. Touch Open  

D. Place the pattern in that large center block 

1. Select the large center block 

2. Touch Place Pattern   
 

III. Corner Hearts 

A. Select the designs for the corners of the block 

1. Touch the center block to un-select it 

2. Touch Select Pattern  

a) And the same Folk Art folder opens 
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3. Select the design called heart 1.gpf   

4. Touch to select the four blocks at the corners of the layout (Make sure that the center 
block is not selected) 

5. Touch Place Pattern   

6. If your sizing controls are not visible at the right side of the page, touch Size  

7. Touch to lock the padlock to lock it  

a) The aspect ratio will be locked so both the height and width will be changed 

8. Touch Max Width  to re-size the heart to fill the block 

B. Move the heart in the lower left corner into the lower left corner of the center block 

1. Touch Select  at the right side of the page to display the select tools 

2. Left click twice on Select All/None  so nothing is selected. 

3. The lower left corner design is already turned in the correct direction 

a) Set the step size to Jumbo   

b) Touch Move  at the right side of the page to display the Move controls 

c) Touch the arrow that points to the right 

 twice 

d) Touch the arrow that points up  twice 

e) And the pattern is moved up and to the right 
so it is in the corner of the large block 

f) It is immediately obvious that our flower 
wreath in the center is too big, but we will take 
care of re-sizing the wreath when all four corners 
are in place. 

4. Touch the quilt block in the lower left corner to un-select that block 

C. Flip and move the heart in the lower right corner 

1. Touch to select the lower right corner block 

2. Touch Flip  at the right side of the page to display the Flip controls 

a) Touch Flip Horizontal  
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3. Touch Move  at the right side of the page to display the Move controls 

a) Touch the arrow that points to the left  twice 

b) Touch the arrow that points up  twice 

c) And the pattern is moved up and to the left 
so it is in the lower right corner of the large 
center block 

d) Touch the lower right quilt block to un-select 
the block 

D. Flip and move the quilt pattern in the upper right corner 

1. Touch to select the upper right corner block 

2. Touch Flip  at the right side of the page to 
display the Flip controls 

a) Touch Flip Horizontal  

b) And touch Flip Vertical  

3. Touch Move  at the right side of the page to display the Move controls 

a) Touch the arrow that points to the left  
twice 

b) Touch the arrow that points down  
twice 

c) And the pattern is moved down and to the 
left so it is in the upper right corner of the large 
center block 

d) Touch the upper right quilt block to un-select 
the block 

E. Flip and move the pattern in the upper left corner 

1. Touch to select the upper left corner block  

2. Touch Flip  at the right side of the page to display the Flip controls 

a) Touch Flip Vertical  

3. Touch Move  at the right side of the page to display the Move controls 

a) Touch the arrow that points to the right  twice 
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b) Touch the arrow that points down  twice 

c) And the pattern is moved down and to the right so it is in the upper left corner 
of the large center block 

4. Touch the upper left corner quilt block to un-select 

F. Change the size of the flower wreath 

1. Touch the large center block so it is selected 

2. Change the Step Size to small  

3. Touch Size  to display the sizing controls 

4. If the padlock is unlocked  touch the icon to lock the padlock  

a) This will lock the aspect ratio so both the height and width of the pattern will be 
resized and the proportions of the wreath will not be altered 

5. Touch to reduce the height of the pattern   

a) Each time you touch reduce height  
the wreath will get a little smaller in both the 
height and width 

b) Note that the size of the corner designs is not 
affected. 

(1) The only way to change the size of 
those designs would be to select the 
corner blocks where they were originally 
placed. 

(2) This gives us control of what patterns 
are being affected by our editing changes 

c) Touch reduce height  several times 
until the wreath fits in the center without touching the hearts in the corners 

G. Why place the corner patterns in the corner blocks?

1. Placing the corner patterns in the corner blocks meant that the designs had to be 
moved both to the left or right and up or down. 

a) It would have been closer and taken less moving if the patterns were placed in 
blocks on the side of the layout 

2. When those corner designs need to be selected for editing or stitching, I need to 

remember which blocks they were Placed into with Place Pattern  

a) And it is possible that I could be creating this layout today and not get to 
stitching it until sometime next week 

3. Placing the patterns in the corners makes it easy for me to remember that the corner 
patterns came out of the corner blocks. 

4. So, can you do it differently than I did? 

a) Of course you can 

b) Just make sure you will be able to remember where those patterns were 
placed so you will be able to select them by touching the block where they were 
originally placed! 
 

IV. Side Hearts 

A. We can also place designs in the center of each side of the block 

1. Placing these patterns in the center block on each side of the layout will be logical and 
easy to remember 

2. Touch the center block so it is no longer selected 

3. Touch the center block on each edge of the layout 
so they are selected 

B. Select a pattern to be used  

1. Touch Select Pattern  

a) Touch the Patterns tab  

b) Double tap to open the Exclusives folder 

  

c) And then double tap to open the Folk Art folder   

d) Select the design called heart 4.gpf   

 

2. Touch Place Pattern  and the heart design is placed in the four selected 
blocks 
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C. Touch Size  if the sizing controls are not visible at the right side of the page 

1. The aspect ratio padlock should be locked  

2. On this pattern it will make a difference whether you adjust the height or the width of 
the pattern because of the proportions of the design 

a) If you touch Max Width  the distance 
from the tip of the heart to the top of the heart is 
made as large as it can be and still fit into the 
block 

b) And the feathers at the top and bottom of the 
pattern extend outside of the block 

c) It is an easy mistake to make because we 
tend to look at that heart and see it sitting right 
side up in our head, but the pattern is turned the 
other way 

d) If you have made this mistake, simply touch 

Undo  on the toolbar at the top of the page 

3. To adjust the size correctly, touch Max Height  

D. Move the pattern on the left into the center block 

1. This is the only one of the four patterns that is already turned to face in the right 
direction so it seems like a good place to begin. 

2. Touch Select  at the right side of the page to display the select tools 

3. Touch select All/None twice so no blocks are selected 

4. Touch the block to select the design on the left side 

5. Touch Move  to display the move controls 

6. You may find that to get a pattern exactly where you want it, you may need to use 
several moves of different sized 
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7. Set the Step Size on Jumbo  

8. Touch the arrow to move the pattern to the right  

a) One Jumbo move is not quite enough 

b) Two Jumbo moves are too much and move the pattern too far into that center 
block 

(1) If you tried a second Jumbo move you can touch the arrow to move 

back to the left  

9. Change the Step size to Big  

10. Touch the arrow to move the pattern to the right  

a) And it is very close to being in the perfect position 

11. Change the Step size to Tiny  

12. Touch the arrow to move the pattern to the right 

 two times and the heart is exactly where it 
needs to be! 

a) So now we know that it will take 1 Jumbo 
move, 1 Big move, and 2 tiny moves to get 
each of the hearts into position 

13. Touch the block on the left to un-select it 

E. Rotate and Move the design at the bottom of the layout 

1. Touch the quilt block to select the design at the bottom of the layout 

2. The pattern will need to be rotated since the Flip controls will not be able to turn to the 
correct position 

3. Touch Rotate  to display the rotation controls 

a) The Rotation arrows need to be going counterclockwise  

b) If the arrows are circling clockwise , touch Reverse  to 
make them go the other way 

4. Touch Rotate 45°  two times to turn the pattern 
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5. Touch Move  to display the move controls 

6. Save a little time touching the arrow that points up  and doing the two Tiny 
moves first 

a) Change the Step size to Big  and 

touch the up arrow  once 

b) Change the Step size to Jumbo  and 

touch the up arrow  once 

c) And the second heart is ready to go 

d) Touch the quilt block at the center bottom of the layout to un-select it 

F. Rotate and Move the design at the right side of the layout 

1. Touch the quilt block to select the design on the right of the layout 

2. This pattern can be Flipped so it faces the center of the quilt 

3. Touch Flip  to display the Flip controls 

4. Touch Flip Horizontally  to turn the pattern 

5. Touch Move  to display the Move controls 

a) The Step Size is already set on Jumbo, so we can do the Jumbo move first 

b) Touch the move arrow that points left  one time 

c) Change the step size to Tiny  

d) Touch the move arrow that points left  
two times 

e) Change the step size to Big  

f) Touch the move arrow that points left  
one time 

6. The different sizes of moves can be done in any 
order and will still move the pattern the same distance 

7. Touch the quilt block at the right side of the layout to 
un-select it 

G. Rotate and Move the design at the top of the layout 

1. Touch the block to select the design at the top of the layout 
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2. The pattern will need to be rotated since the Flip controls will not be able to turn to the 
correct position 

3. Touch Rotate  to display the rotation controls 

a) The Rotation arrows need to be going clockwise  

b) If the arrows are circling counter clockwise  , touch Reverse 

 to make them go the other way 

4. Touch Rotate 45°  two times to turn the pattern 

5. Touch Move  to display the Move controls 

a) The Step Size is set on Big  

b) Touch the Move arrow that points down   one time to move the heart 
toward the large center block 

c) Change the Step Size to Jumbo  

d) Touch the Move arrow that points down   
one time 

e) Change the Step Size to Tiny  

f) Touch the Move arrow that points down   
two times 

6. And we have a 24 inch block with 9 designs that fill 
the area and can easily be placed and sewn! 

7. It may take a little experimentation to find the size 
and number of moves that will get your pattern where 
you want, but then you will be able to repeat that formula for other designs that need to be 
moved into similar positions 

a) And it is all based on the look you want.  

b) The exact measurements of the individual designs that are filling the area are 
not important 

c) Make the block the exact size of the area that needs to be filled and then if the 
patterns in that area look right, they are the right size! 

H. Save the quilt layout

1. Touch Save  on the tool bar at the top of the page 

a) The Quilts folder opens 

2. Touch the File Name window  

a) A floating keyboard opens 

b) Touch the keys on the floating keyboard to type a name for your quilt 

c) Touch Enter  on the floating keyboard 

d) And the name you typed is put into the File Name window 

 

e) Touch Save  
 

V. Border For Center Block 

A. The border that will be stitched around the center medallion will need to be created as a 
separate layout 

1. We used the border blocks for the patterns that were moved into the center block 

2. If border patterns are placed in those same blocks, then the patterns that were moved 
into the center block will disappear 

3. We saved the layout for the center medallion, so we can clear the layout and built a 
separate layout for the border 

B. The border needs to be designed on the same size layout, so we can just delete the patterns 
and proceed with designing the border 

1. Touch Delete all patterns  on the tool bar at the top of the page 

2. Click and drag to select the nine blocks in the center of the layout 

3. Touch Merge  at the right side of the page 

4. Touch that large center block to un-select it 

C. Select a corner pattern for the border 

1. Touch Select Pattern  

a) And the Patterns folder opens 

2. Touch the Corner tab  to open the corner folder  

3. Select the pattern called HeartLinks.gpf 

4. Touch Open   

5. Touch the block in the upper left corner of the layout to select the block 

6. Touch Place Pattern  

7. The pattern is placed in the corner 

a) It is not the right size and is turned the wrong way, but that is ok. 

b) The Border tool will take care of it for us 

D. Select a pattern for the sides of the border 
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1. Touch Select Pattern  

2. Touch the Continuous Line tab  to open the folder 
of continuous line patterns 

3. Select the pattern called HeartLinks.gpf  

4. Touch Open  

5. Touch the block in the upper left corner of the layout to un-select it 

6. Touch the block to the right of the corner block 

7. Touch Place Pattern  

8. And now the patterns are in place and the Quick Border tool will be able to build the 
border for us 

E. Quick Border tool 

1. Touch the corner block to select it 

a) Both the corner pattern and the pattern for the sides of 
the border should be selected 

2. Open the Tools menu at the top of the page 

3. Select Quick Border from the Tools menu 

4. And the border is created automatically 

F. Save the layout 

1. Touch Save  on the tool bar at the top of the page 

a) The Quilts folder opens 

2. Touch the File Name window  
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a) A floating keyboard opens 

b) Touch the keys on the floating keyboard to type a name for your quilt 

c) Touch Enter  on the floating keyboard 

d) And the name you typed is put into the File Name window 

 

e) Touch Save  
 

VI. Stitch Center Wreath 

A. Begin by opening the layout for the center medallion 

1. If you are beginning at the Home page, select Quilt 

 in the Select and Sew section of the Home page 

2. Select your saved layout for that center block  

a) The saved quilts are shown with thumbnail images 
of the patterns so it is easy to find the right layout 

3. Touch Open  

B. Stitching these patterns is easy 

1. We made the area on the layout the exact size needed so the patterns are the size we 
need. 

2. So all of the placement methods selected should be ones that will not re-size the 
pattern 

C. Begin by stitching the wreath in the center of the block 

1. Touch to select the large center block on the layout 

a) The only pattern that was Placed in that block is the central wreath 

b) All of the other patterns were placed in blocks around the edge of the layout so 
they are not selected when that center block is selected 

2. Touch Quilt  

3. Set the Safe Area 

4. Only the wreath pattern is displayed in the center of the safe area on the quilting page 
because it was the only pattern selected 

D. Select the Placement and Fill methods 

1. Open the Settings page 

a) The Settings page can be opened in two different ways 
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b) Touch the Settings icon  on the tool bar at the top of the page 

c) Or touch the Settings Grid in the lower right corner of 
the page 

2. The wreath needs to be stitched the without changing the 
size designed on the layout and it needs to be centered in the 
block 

3. Select a One Point Place  as the placement 
method 

4. Select Center  as the Fill method 

5. Touch OK  

6. The Settings Grid changes to show the change in the 
selected Placement and Fill Methods 

E. Mark the center of the block on the quilt top 

1. An air erase purple marker was used to draw an X from 
corner to corner on the block. 

a) Where those lines cross is the center of the 
block  

b) Just a note that I usually prefer chalk pencils 
for marking my quilt tops because it leaves no 
chemical  residue in the quilt 

c) The purple was used here because it showed 
up better in the photos 

d) Also the sample was stitched on pattern 
tracing fabric with a one inch grid to give you a 
sense of scale in the photos 

F. Place the pattern 

1. Move the Crown Jewel into position so the needle is at the center of your cross 

2. Touch the action icon  

3. The pattern will be centered around the position of your needle and will be the size 
created on the layout 

4. Stitch the pattern 
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5. Touch Exit  in the upper left corner of the page to return to the layout 
 

VII. Stitch Three Hearts 

A. The three designs across the top of the block can be sewn as 
a unit 

1. Touch the large center block to un-select it 

2. To select the three designs across the top of the 
pattern you will need to select the blocks were those 
designs were Placed 

a) Select both corner blocks and the center block 
in the top row. 

b) These are the blocks where those three 
designs were Placed 

3. Touch Quilt  

4. And the three patterns are placed in the center of the safe area 

B. I originally thought that I could use One Point Place  and select the upper left 

corner  to place this design 

1. However, I quickly realized that when a 
One Point placement method is used, the 
upper left corner is not the corner of the 24” 
block. 

a) It is the upper left corner of the 
block the design was Placed into! 

b) Every time I tried to use One 
Point for this, the design was out of 
the safety area 

C. So, I marked my lower right and left points and 

used Four Point Place  and Center  

1. The layout uses 8 inch blocks 

2. So place a dot 8 inches down from the 
upper left corner and another dot 8 inches 
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down from the upper right corner. 

a) And now you have all the landmarks needed to sew the row of designs across 
the top of your block. 

3. Open the Settings page  

4. Select Four Points  as your Placement method 

5. Select Center  as the Fill method 

6. Touch OK  

7. The action icon changes  and the 
Settings Grid changes to show the new Placement and Fill Methods that were selected 

D. Place and stitch the pattern 

1. To place the patterns 

a) Move the Crown Jewel to the upper left corner of the central block on your quilt 
top 

b) Touch the upper left section of the action icon  

c) Move the Crown Jewel to the dot that you placed on your quilt top 8 inches 
below the upper left corner 

d) Touch the lower left section of the action icon  

e) Move the Crown Jewel to the dot that you placed on your quilt top 8 inches 
below the upper right corner of the block 

f) Touch the lower right section of the action icon  

g) Move the Crown Jewel to the upper right corner of the central block on  your 
quilt top 

h) Touch the upper right section of the action icon  

2. Touch Pull Bobbin  to pull up the bobbin thread before you begin stitching 

a) If you pull the bobbin thread to the top of the quilt and hold both the bobbin 
thread and needle thread when you begin stitching, you will prevent tangled thread 
nests on the back of the quilt 

3. Touch Sew  

4. The heart on the left is stitched and then the machine stops 

5. Touch Pull Bobbin  and pull up the bobbin thread and trim both the needle and 
bobbin thread

6. After trimming the threads, touch Move to Next  

7. The machine will move to the start point of the center heart and stop 

8. Touch Pull Bobbin  and pull up the bobbin thread 

9. Touch Sew  

10. The center heart will be stitched and the machine will stop at the end point of the 
pattern 

11. Touch Pull Bobbin   

a) Pull up the bobbin thread 

b) Trim both the bobbin and needle threads 

12. Touch Move to Next  

13. The machine will move to the start point of the heart on the right and stop 

14. Touch Pull Bobbin  and pull up the bobbin thread 

15. Touch Sew  

16. The last heart will be stitched and the machine will stop at the end point of the pattern 

17. Touch Pull Bobbin   

a) Pull up the bobbin thread 

b) Trim both the bobbin and needle threads 

18. And the three hearts are stitched across the top of the block 

 

VIII. Stitch Remaining Hearts 

A. The side designs were also placed using Four Point Place and Center 

1. The top corners of these blocks are already marked, since they were the bottom 
corners of the top row 

2. Mark the bottom of the blocks with a dot 8 inches down from the previous marks and 
you are ready to do Four Point Place 

B. Touch Exit  in the upper left corner of the page to return to the layout 

1. Touch each of the selected blocks to un-select them

2. Touch the center block on the left side and the center block on the right side to select 
them 

a) These are the blocks where the heart patterns on the sides were placed 

3. Touch Quilt  

4. And the two heart patterns for the sides are placed in the center of the safe area 

C. Place and stitch the patterns 

1. To place the patterns 

a) Move the Crown Jewel to the dot that was placed 8 inches below the upper left 
corner of the central block on your quilt top 

(1) This is the same dot that was used for the lower left corner of the 
previous hearts 

b) Touch the upper left section of the action icon  

c) Move the Crown Jewel to the new dot that you placed on your quilt top 8 
inches below the dot used above 

d) Touch the lower left section of the action icon  

e) Move the Crown Jewel to the dot that you placed on the right side of the block 
8 inches below dot used previously  

f) Touch the lower right section of the action icon  

g) Move the Crown Jewel to the dot that was placed 8 inches below the upper 
right corner of the central block  on  your quilt top 

(1) This is the same dot that was used for the lower right corner of the 
previous hearts 

h) Touch the upper right section of the action icon  
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2. Touch Pull Bobbin  to pull up the bobbin thread before you begin stitching 

3. Touch Sew  

4. The heart on the left is stitched and then the machine stops at the end point of the 
pattern 

5. Touch Pull Bobbin  and pull up the bobbin thread and trim both the needle and 
bobbin thread 

6. After trimming the threads, touch Move to Next  

7. The machine will move to the start point of the heart on the right and stop 

8. Touch Pull Bobbin  and pull up the bobbin thread 

9. Touch Sew  

10. The heart on the right will be stitched and the machine will stop at the end point of the 
pattern 

11. Touch Pull Bobbin   

a) Pull up the bobbin thread 

b) Trim both the bobbin and needle threads 

12. And the side patterns are stitched exactly where they belong 

D. The designs across the bottom of the block were sewn in the same manner as the row of 
designs across the top of the block. 

1. There is no additional marking needed here because we will use the marks for the 
bottom corners of the side designs as our top corners and the bottom corners of the block 
for the bottom corners. 
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IX. Move Panto Rows 

A. Set up to begin 

1. Touch New Quilt  in the Design and Create column of the Home page 

a) And the quilt layout page is opened 

2. Touch Size  

a) Set up a quilt layout with 4 rows Down and 7 columns Across 

b) Set both the Block Sizing for 6 inch blocks. 

B. Select a design  

1. Touch Select Pattern  

2. Touch the Patterns tab  

3. Double tap the Exclusives folder  to open it 

4. Double tap the Traditional folder   to open it 

5. Select the design called Scroll 1.gpf  

6. Touch Open  

C. Place the pattern in the layout 

1. Select all of the blocks in the second and third rows of the layout by left clicking on the 
grey bars at the left end of the rows 

2. Left click Place Pattern  

D. Size the designs 

1. If the sizing controls are not visible at the right side of the page, touch Size  to 
display the controls 

2. Touch to unlock the aspect ratio padlock  
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3. Touch By Ends  

4. Set the Step Size to Medium  

5. Touch Increase Height several times until the patterns have a pleasing shape 

E. Turn the bottom row of designs upside down 

1. Touch the grey bar at the left end of the top row to un-select the top row 

2. Touch Flip  at the right side of the page to display the Flip controls 

3. Touch Flip Vertically  to turn the selected row of scroll patterns upside down 

F. Move the row of scroll designs up 

1. Touch Move  at the right side of the page to display the move controls 

2. Change the Step Size to Jumbo  

3. Touch the move arrow that points up  and the bottom row moves up to form a 
new design with the top row 

G. Try moving again to create a different pattern 

1. Change the step size to Small  

2. Touch the move arrow that points up  and the bottom row moves up to form a 
new design with the top row

a) Continue to move the bottom row up until the tips of the pattern points touch 

3. The pattern has been moved so it is no longer in the original rows selected on 
the layout 

a) Remember that the position of the quilting on your quilt top is controlled 
by the placement you do when you are ready to stitch the pattern 
b) The final position of the stitching is never controlled by the position of 
the pattern on the layout. 
c) The layout is a design tool for you 

4. But if you want, you can select both the second and third rows of the layout and you 
can use Move to shift the new pantograph down so it is centered over the selected rows 

 

X. Row Wrapping 

A. You can also move designs left or right for even more design possibilities 

1. Touch the grey bar at the left side of the top row to un-select that row 

2. Now only the bottom row is selected 

B. To Move the designs to the right 

1. Set the step size at Medium  

2. If the Move controls are not visible, touch Move  at the right side of the page to 
display the move arrows 

3. Touch the Move arrow  that points to the right 7 times so the point of the scroll 
is centered over the seam line between blocks 

a) And the top row of designs moves!   

b) Those designs were originally placed in the bottom row 

c)  We have moved them so they are now on the top of our pantograph. 
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4. And we have an awkward empty area at the upper left.  

C. The solution to our problem can be found in Preferences 

1. Open the Edit menu  

2. Select Preferences at the bottom of the Edit menu 

3. The Preferences box is opens 

4. In the QuiltCAD section of the Preferences box you will find 

the Row Wrapping icon  

a) If the button at the top of the icon is grey  
row wrapping is turned off 

b) If the button at the top of the icon is blue  
row wrapping is turned on 

5. Touch the Row Wrapping icon to turn that button blue   and turn Row 
Wrapping on 

6. Touch OK  to close Preferences 

7.  And  the empty area at the left end of the top row has been filled with a partial design 

8. There is also half pattern at the right end of the row 

a) Row wrapping takes the portion of a pattern that has been moved off the layout 
at the right end of the row and wraps it around to come in on the left end of the row 

D. Another option with this design 

1. Use the Move arrow  to move the scrolls down until the tip of the inverted 
scrolls touches the point where the lower row of scrolls are joined  

a) The pattern takes on a whole new look 

2. If you select both rows, you could re-size and move the two rows of pattern together 

E. One last example with this pattern 

1. Touch the grey bar at the left end of row three on the layout to select that row 

a) Remember these are the patterns we have moved to sit above the other row 

2. If the Move controls are not visible on the right side of the page, touch Move  
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3. Touch the Move arrow that points down to move the scrolls until they are just below 
the other row of scrolls as shown in the image below. 

 

XI. Build Fancy Pantographs  

A. Touch New Quilt  in the Design and Create column of the Home page 

1. And the quilt layout page is opened 

a) Note that a quilt layout will be used instead of a pantograph. 

b) Using a quilt layout will allow us to put different patterns into the same 
pantograph row 

c) And we will set up the layout with an extra row of blocks so there is a place for 
any extra elements that will be moved into the pantograph   

B. Touch Size  

1. And the Quilt Setup box opens 

2. Set the number of rows Down at 2 

3. Set the number of blocks  Across at 9 

4. Set both the Height and Width of the Blocks at 8 inches 

5. Touch OK  to close the Quilt Setup box 

C. Place leaves in the lower row of blocks 

1. Touch the grey bar at the left end of the bottom row of blocks to select all of the blocks 
in that row 

2. Touch Select Pattern  

3. Touch the Patterns tab  

4. Double tap the Exclusives folder  to open the folder 
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5. Double tap the Traditional folder  to open the folder 

6. Select the pattern called ivy4.gpf 

7. Touch Open  

8. Touch to select the block in the lower left corner of the layout 

9. Touch Place Pattern   

a) And the leaves are placed in just that one block 

D. Quick Pantograph 

1. Open the Tools menu 

2. Select Quick Pantograph 

3. And the leaves are placed in every block in the row and sized to fit in just one step! 

E. Move the leaves to the bottom of the quilt blocks 

1. Touch Move  at the right side of the page to display the move controls 

2. Set the Step size to Medium  

3. Touch the move arrow that points down  several times to move the leaves to 
the bottom of the blocks 

F. Place a flower in the center block 

1. Touch the grey bar at the left end of the row to un-select the entire row 

2. Touch the center block to select just the one block 

3. Touch Select Pattern  

4. Touch the Continuous Line tab   to open the folder  

5. Select the pattern called Daisy.gpf   

6. Touch Open  

7. Touch Place Pattern  to place the Daisy pattern in the center block  

G. Size and position the daisy 

1. If the sizing controls are not already visible at the right side of the page, touch the Size 

icon  
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2. The aspect ratio padlock should be unlocked  

3. Touch By Ends  

4. Touch Move  to display the move controls 

5. Set the Step Size to Small  

6. Touch the arrow that points down  several times to move the Daisy to the bottom 
of the block 

H. Pace two additional flowers on either side of the Daisy 

1. Touch the Daisy block to un-select it 

2. Touch the blocks to the right and left of the Daisy block to select 
them. 

3. Touch Select Pattern  

4. In the Continuous Line folder select the pattern called daisy 
three.gpf  

5. Touch Open  

6. Touch Place Pattern  to place the Daisy Three pattern in the blocks on 
each side of the center Daisy. 

I. Size, and Move the Daisy Three pattern 

1. The aspect ratio padlock should be unlocked  

2. Touch By Ends  

3. Set the Step Size to Small  

4. Touch Move  to display the Move controls 

5. Touch the arrow that points down  several times to move the Daisy to the bottom 
of the block 
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J. Turn the patterns on the left end of the pantograph to grow away from the center daisy 

1. Touch the daisy three on the right to un-select it 

2. Touch to select the ivy leaves and the three daisy pattern on the left side 

3. Touch Flip  at the right side of the page to display the Flip controls 

4. Touch Flip Horizontal  

a) And all of the selected patterns are turned to grow in the other direction 

 

XII. Adding More Patterns 

A. A pattern has been placed in every block of the bottom row in the layout 

1. The only way to add more patterns to the pantograph is to place those additional 
patterns in the row above the pantograph and move them down into the bottom row 

B. Add two butterflies by placing them in the top row of blocks and moving them down into the 
bottom row with the vine 

1. Touch Select  at the right side of the page to display the select tools 

2. Touch All/None  twice so no blocks are selected 

3. Touch to select the two blocks just above the Daisy Three patterns 
in the top row 

4. Touch Select Pattern  

5. Touch the Block tab  to open the folder of block 
patterns 

6. Select the pattern called butterfly.gpf   

7. Touch Open  

8. Touch Place Pattern  to place the butterfly pattern in the blocks above 
each of the daisy three patterns. 

C. Size, and Move, Butterflies 

1. Touch Size to display the sizing controls 

a) Touch to close the aspect ratio padlock  
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b) Set the Step size to Big  

c) Touch Reduce Height  twice to make the butterflies smaller 

2. Both butterflies need to move down, so it makes sense to move them in that direction 
while they are both selected 

a) Touch Move  at the right side of the page to display the move controls 

b) Set the Step Size to Jumbo  

c) Touch the arrow that points down  three times to move the butterflies into 
the bottom row of blocks 

D. Now the two butterflies need to be moved separately to move toward the center to sit on that 
center daisy 

1. Touch to un-select the butterfly on the right 

a) Remember that you are touching the block in the top row where the butterfly 
was placed  

2. Now just the butterfly on the left is the only pattern that is selected 

3. Touch the arrow that points to the right  several times to move the butterfly into 
the center block with the large daisy 

a) The Step Size is still set at Jumbo  so the moves go pretty quickly 

4. When you get to that center block you will want to change to a smaller step size to 
carefully position that butterfly so it sits on the flower 

a) Change the Step Size to Small  

b) Use the Move arrows as needed to settle that butterfly on the left side of the 
flower 

5. Touch to un-select the butterfly on the left (Touch the block he was placed into in the 
top row) 
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6. Touch to select the butterfly on the right (Touch to select the block he was placed into 
in the top row) 

7. Touch Flip  at the right side of the page to display the Flip controls 

8. Touch Flip Horizontal  to turn the butterfly to face the center flower 

9. Touch Move  at the right side of the page to display the Move controls 

a) Change the Step Size to Jumbo  

b) Use the Move arrow that points left  to move the butterfly into the center 
block with the large daisy 

c) Change the Step Size to Small  

d) Use the Move arrows as needed to settle that butterfly on the right side of the 
flower 

E. Add birds to the garden 

1. Touch Select  at the right side of the page to display the select tools 

2. Touch All/None  twice so no blocks are selected 

3. Touch to select the second block in the row and touch to select the next to last block 
in the row 

4. Touch Select Pattern  

5. Touch the Patterns tab  

6. Double tap the Exclusives folder  to open the folder 

7. Double tap the Shapes folder  to open the folder 
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8. Select the pattern called bird.gpf   

9. Touch Open  

10. Touch Place Pattern  to place the bird pattern in the blocks above each of 
the center leaf patterns. 

11. And the only problem is that the stem that the bird is sitting on is going to be a 
problem if we want to tuck the bird in among our ivy leaves 

 

XIII. Edit Bird in PatternCAD 

A. Touch PatternCAD  on the tool bar at the top of the page 

1. PatternCAD is opened with the bird on the page 

2. We will be able to edit the bird to remove the branch that he is sitting on. 

B. Note on the left side of the page that PatternCAD has opened with the Edit Mode  
selected. 

1. Touch Zoom In  on the tool bar at the top of the page two times 

a) This will zoom in on the branch at the left of the bird so the individual nodes 

can be clearly seen 

b) The red circles are called nodes and they control the shape of the lines in the 
pattern 

2. Touch and drag a box around the node in the left end of the branch to select that node 

a) The node will change to a solid red when it is selected 

3. Touch and drag a box around the node at the right end of the branch to select the 
node 
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a) When the nodes at both sides of the line are selected, the line between those 
nodes is selected 

b) This line is a spline which is a line with an “S” shaped curve and the two blue 
boxes would be used to adjust the curve of the line 

4. Touch Delete  at the right side of the page 

a) And the selected line is deleted 

5. Use the arrows at the end of the scroll bars to move the field of view to the right and 
up so you can see how the branch attaches to the bird 

6. To remove the remainder of the 
line, touch and drag to select all of the 
nodes on the branch and the node 
where the branch connects to the bird 

a) The lines in the bird are 
not selected and will not be 
affected when we delete the 
remainder of the branch 

b) In order for a line to be 
selected, the nodes at both 
ends of the line must be 
selected 

c) All of the branch lines will 
be deleted because the nodes 
at both ends of all of those 
lines are selected 

7. Touch Delete  at the right side of the page and the branch is gone leaving 
the bird untouched 

a) The green circle that shows the start point of the pattern has moved to the 
node on the bird 

C. Remove the branch on the right side of the bird 

1. Use the arrows at the end of the scroll bars to move the field of view to the right and 
up so you can see the branch on the right side of the bird 

2. Select the three nodes that control the branch on the right 

a) Touch and drag a box around the end 
point with the red circle around it to select it 

b) Touch and drag a box around the point in 
the center of the branch 

c) And touch and drag a box around the 
point where the branch meets the body of the 
bird

(1) When the nodes are selected they turn into solid red dots instead of 
empty red circles 

3. Touch Delete  at the right side of the page 

a) The branch disappears 

b) And the red circle that shows the end point of the pattern moves to the node on 
the bird 

4. Touch Zoom to Fit  on the tool bar at the top of the page  

a) The zoom will be changed so you can see the whole bird pattern 

b) And you can easily see that you have a bird with no branches attached 

c) Any time you want to use a pattern but want to make changes to customize the 
look, you will be able to use PatternCAD to edit that pattern 

D. Save the new bird 

1. Touch Save Pattern File  on the tool bar at the top of the page 

2. The Pattern folder is opened 

3. Select the folder where you want to save your new bird pattern 

a) Note that you must give your bird its own new name so it will not replace the 
original bird 

b) Using a new name means you will have both bird patterns instead of only one 

4. Touch the File Name window  

5. Use the floating keyboard that opens to type a name for your file 

6. Touch Enter  on the floating keyboard and the name you typed will be placed 

in the File Name window  

7. Touch Save  

E. Close PatternCAD and return to your quilt layout 

1. Touch the red box with a white X   at 
the left end of the tool bar at the top of the 
page to Exit the PatternCAD program and 
return to your layout 

2. A box opens to ask “Do you wish to save 
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your current pattern?” 

a) This box will be displayed every time you exit the PatternCAD program 
whether or not you have saved your current pattern 

b) If you have not already saved the pattern, touch Yes  and follow the 
instructions above to save your design 

c) If you have already saved your pattern as described above, then simply touch 

No  

d) If you are not sure if you have saved or not, play it safe and touch Yes 

 and save the design. 

F. When PatternCAD is closed you will be returned to the layout page 

1. Touch Select Pattern  

2. Navigate to the pattern where you stored your new bird 

3. Select your new bird pattern  

4. Touch Open  

5. Touch Place Pattern  

6. And the new bird replaces the original bird in the layout 

 
G. Both birds need to move down into the vine in the bottom row of blocks so it makes sense to 
move both birds at the same time 

1. Touch Move  at the right side of the page to display the move controls 

2. Set the Step Size to Jumbo  

3. Touch the arrow that points down  five times to move the birds into the bottom 
row of blocks 

H. Resize the birds 

1. Touch Size  at the right side of the page to display the sizing controls 
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2. If needed, touch to close the aspect ratio padlock  

3. Set the Step Size to Medium  

4. Touch Increase Height  several times to make the birds larger 

a) Reducing the size of the butterfly pattern and increasing the size of the bird 
pattern allows them to look right when they are used in the same pantograph 
together 

I. Turn the bird on the left to face the center 

1. Touch to unselect the bird on the right 

a) You will need to touch the block in the top row where that bird was placed 

2. Touch Flip  at the right side of the page to display the flip controls 

3. Touch Flip Horizontal  to turn the bird to face the center of the pantograph 

J. And you have created a pantograph with nine blocks containing 13 quilting designs! 
 

XIV. Optimize and Place  
A. Select all of the patterns so they can be stitched 

1. Touch Select  at the right side of the page to display the selection control 

2. Touch All/None   one time to select all of the blocks in the layout 

a) By selecting all of the blocks in both rows we will be able to sew the leaves, 
flowers, butterflies and birds all at the same time 

b) Selecting both rows of blocks selects all of the blocks that we used when 
placing patterns 

3. Touch Quilt  

4. And it is easy to see that the pantograph is going to need to be optimized for easier 
stitching 
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B. Touch Optimize  on the tool bar at the top of the page 

1. There is a lot of information shown by all the different color dots on the pantograph 
image 

a) The Yellow dots with numbers show the order in which the patterns will be 
stitched 

b) The blue dots are called Trim Lines and show the places where the machine 
will stop for bobbin pulls 

c) The green dots show the start points of individual patterns 

d) And the red dots show the end points of individual patterns 

e) It can be a bit confusing, but we can turn off some of that so we can focus on 
one thing at a time 

2. Touch Show Trim Line  to remove the green checkmark  

a) Turning Show Trim Line off removes the blue dots from the pattern image 

3. The sewing order 

a) The yellow dots with numbers show the order in which the patterns will sew 

b) If you are not sure which pattern a yellow dot belongs to, put the point of your 
cursor arrow on the pattern line right next to the dot and the pattern or patterns 
that belong to that dot will highlight in yellow 

c) The sewing order can be changed by touching the yellow dots 

4. The easiest way to sew this pantograph would be to sew the leaves and flowers that 
were placed in the bottom row first. 

a) The leaves and flowers can be stitched from left to right 

b) And then we can work back across the top of the vine and sew the birds and 
butterflies from right to left 

5. Number the leaf and flower patterns from left to right by touching the yellow dots for 
those patterns in the order they will be stitched 

6. Then number the bird and butterfly patterns from right to left by touching the yellow 
dots for those patterns in the order they will be stitched 

C. Now that the patterns are sewing in the most efficient order, we need to take a look at the 
Trim Lines 

1. The yellow dots can be turned off now that we are done editing them 
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2. Touch Show Section Numbers  to remove the green checkmark 

 and turn that function off  

3. Touch Show Trim Line  to place the green check mark back into the box 

on the icon   

a) The blue dots for the  Trim Lines will be displayed on the pantograph again 

b) With the yellow dots for the section numbers turned off, it will be easier to see 
and edit the Trim Lines 

D. Remove the long blue Trim Lines on the left end of the vine 

1. The long jump lines between the leaves and flowers on the left side of the vine are the 
result of the fact that we flipped those patterns to grow away from the center flower 

a) Continuous line patterns sew from left to right 

b) When we flipped those patterns they were turned so they now sew right to left 

c) That means the first leaf pattern starts on the right, sews to the left, and then 
would need to “jump” to the right side of the second leaf pattern to begin sewing 
that pattern 

2. When you create “jumps” of this type they can be corrected by using the Auto Reverse 

button  

a) The Auto Reverse tool is a smart tool that will correct those jumps with just one 
click 

b) When you use Auto Reverse, it looks for all individual patterns that are sewing 
in the opposite direction from the sewing direction of the row they are sitting in 

c) And the tool switches the start and end points of those patterns so they sew in 
the same direction as the row 

3. Touch Auto Reverse  and now the only long blue “jumps” are those 
between the birds and butterflies 

E. Edit the trims to eliminate any stops that are not needed 

1. There is no reason for us to pull the bobbin thread between the leaf and flower 
patterns in the vine 

2. The only time that we will need to stop for bobbin trims is between the bird and 
butterfly patterns 

3. If you want to remove some trims in the pantograph and keep others, the easiest way 

to do that is to use Animate Stitching  and Check for Breaks  
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4. Touch Check for Breaks  to place a green checkmark in the box on the 

icon  

5. Touch Animate Stitching ` 

a) The Animation will stop at each blue Trim Line and ask if that trim should be 
removed. 

b) Touch yes  to remove trim lines between ivy and daisy patterns  

c) Touch No  to leave trims around birds and butterflies. 

6. When all of the Trim Lines have been either removed or preserved a box opens to ask 
“Do you wish to connect the first and last points?” 

a) If you select yes, then stitches will connect the end of the last pattern with the 
start of the first pattern 

b) If you select no, then those points will not be connected 

c) Touch No  

d) Touch OK  to close the Optimize page and return to placing and 
sewing the pattern 

F. To place this pantograph, you will need to use either a Block Place  or a 4 Points 

Place  
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1. Two Points Place  will not work because both the start and end points of the 
pattern are at the left side of the pantograph 

2. A Two Points Place  that says start here and sew to there cannot work if the 
start and end points of the pantograph are on the same side of the pattern 

3. If a Block Place  or a Four Points Place  is used, then the 
pantograph can be placed as a large rectangular block and it will stitch perfectly
