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Jumbo Hoop in Designer’s Gallery 
 

 

I. Size and split in SizeWorks and HoopWorks stand-alone  
A. Before I begin this exercise, it is important that you understand two things. 

1. In order for this to work, you must have HoopWorks installed on your computer 
2. The design will be enlarged and split for the Jumbo hoop, even though we 
never open HoopWorks! 

a) How can this happen? 
b) If HoopWorks is installed, and you select the Jumbo hoop in SizeWorks, 
then SizeWorks can “borrow” the HoopWorks technology and do the job for 
you in one step. 

B. Double click on the SizeWorks  icon on your desktop to open the program 
1. Select the design you want to use 

a) Left click on Open  
(1) Open the Look In window and find the folder where the design is 
stored in your computer 
(2) Select the design to be 
used   

(a) If there is a 
checkmark in the 
Preview box, you 
can see what the 
selected design 
looks like. 

b) Left click Open  and 
the design is placed on your 
workspace 

2. Left click on the Hoops icon  to 
select the hoop you will be using 

a) Make sure that the PES format is selected in the window at the top of 
the box

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b) Select the 360mm x 360mm hoop 
(1) If you have updated your SizeWorks and HoopWorks to the 
stand-alone version, but the 
360mm x 360mm hoop is 
not on the list you just need 
to click on the Defaults

 button.  
(2) The hoop list will be 
refreshed 
(3) And your 360mm x 
360mm Jumbo hoop will be 
at the top of the list. 

c) Note that in the hoop list the 
size is shown as 360mm x 
360mm, but in the lower right 
corner the size is shown as 350mm x 350mm. 

(1) Note that although the Jumbo hoop is 360mm x 360mm, the 
largest design that can be saved and sewn in the Jumbo hoop is 
350mm x 350mm. 
(2) The other 10mm is wiggle room used to find the best possible 
split for the design. 
(3) The Fit Hoop function will automatically keep your design within 
the 350mm size. 

d) Click OK  at the bottom of the box 
3. Rotate the design 

a) On the top tool bar you will see two arrows  that can be used 
to rotate your design 

(1) The arrow with the plus sign  rotates the design clockwise in 
90 degree increments 

(2) The arrow with the minus sign  rotates the design counter 
clockwise in 90 degree increments 

b) Left click on the arrow with the minus sign  to rotate the design 90 
degrees  

4. We are now just one step from having our design ready to save and sew! 

a) Left click on Fit Hoop  
b) And the design is re-sized to the largest size that will fit in the selected 
hoop 
c) The pink outline is the sewing field of the Jumbo hoop 

5. Save the design 

a) Left click on Save   
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b) The Save As box opens 
(1) Open the Save In window and select the folder where you want to 
save your design 
(2) In the File Name 
window, give your 
design a name so you 
will recognize it 
(3) Left click on Save 

c) And if you have saved it to 
your flash drive as I did in the 
example above, you are ready 
to close your SizeWorks and 
embroider! 

C. New with the most recent update to HoopWorks, a text file with the color changes has 
also been saved 

1. Open Studio III or Windows Explorer 
2. The design has been saved but it does not look like it has been split 

a) The Jumbo hoop designs are saved as a layered file so the only time 
you will ever see this design as two halves is when you select the design on 
the screen of your Baby Lock Enterprise 
b) So these jumbo designs are different from the designs split into two or 
three separate files that you may have used in the past. 

3. You will also find that a text file has been saved which shows the color 
changes for each half of the design. 
4. Double click on the text file to open it and you will find that there is a list of 
colors for section 1 of the design and another list of colors for section 2. 

 
II. Studio III – Select Design and Reduce Colors 

A. In the Browser list on the left side of the page, select the folder where your design is 
stored 

1. All of the designs in the 
selected folder will be 
displayed on the right side of 
the page. 
2. Find the design you want 
to use and left click to select 
it 

B. At the bottom of the page you 
will see a preview of the selected 
design and details about the design 
including 

1. The size of the design 
2. The number of stitches  
3. The number of colors 
4. And a list of the colors in the design.  The color list includes 

a) A large color chip 
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b) The thread brand, color number and color name 
c) The number of stitches that will be sewn with that color 
d) And how many yards of thread will be needed for each color 

C. Reduce the number of colors in the design 
1. There are currently 11 colors in the design and we have an embroidery 
machine with 10 needles 
2. There is a function built into Studio III for moments like this. 

3. Left click on Reduce Needle Count  on the top toolbar. 
4. The Reduce Needles window opens 
5. Maximize the window so it is easier to see  

6. Change the Maximum Needle Count to 10  
a) The design on the left is the original design with 11 colors 
b) The design on the right is the new design with 10 colors 
c) The two colors in the design that were the 
most similar were combined and will be sewn 
as one color 
d) Left click on the color list buttons

 to see the list of colors for each 
design.   

(1) The left button will display the color 
list for the original design 
(2) The right button will display the color 
list for the modified design 

e) The asterisk next to color 4 indicates that 
color 4 has been changed 

(1) In the original design color 4 was Pink Mist 
(2) In the modified design color 4 has been changed to Carnation 
(3) There are still 11 color changes, but the design can now be sewn 
with 10 spools of thread. 

7. Left click OK  to save the modified design 
8. You are returned to Studio III and a box opens to report that “1 File was 
created” 

a) Left click OK  to close 
the report box 
b) And there are now two versions of 
your design on the page 

(1) The new design with the 
reduced colors has been 
renamed 
sm024.v6reduced.PES 
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(2) It also has a red tmp in the lower left corner indicating that it is a 
temporary file. 
 

III. Studio III – SizeWorks Tool Pack 
A. To size and save a design for the Jumbo hoop, you must be working in Studio III 

1. Studio Plus is not able to save or view designs that have been split for the 
Jumbo hoop. 
2. If you select a Jumbo hoop design in Studio Plus it will close the program 
down. 
3. If you own a Jumbo hoop and an Enterprise, then it may be time to upgrade to 
Studio III. 

B. Use SizeWorks to enlarge the design 
1. The new file with the colors reduced is selected 
2. Open the Toolpacks menu and select Gallery SizeWorks 
3. Left click on the arrow with the minus sign

 to rotate the design 90 degrees  

4. Left click on Fit Hoop  

5. Left click on Save   
a) A box opens to report that “This is the 
first file saved this session.” 
b) Left click Exit to close the box and close SizeWorks and you are 
returned to Studio 
c) A box opens to tell you that 2 Files have been saved 
d) And now you have a second tmp file with the rotated and sized design 

(1) Select the new file and you can see the size shown on the 
preview  

e) And the second file that was saved is the Text file with the color 
changes. 
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IV. Set Studio III Preferences so MonogramWorks Will Save Jumbo 
Designs 

A. MonogramWorks will not save a design back to Studio III if the design is larger than 
your largest hoop 

1. So, the dimensions of the embroidery field of the Jumbo hoop need to be 
entered in the Preferences in Studio III 

a) To set your Preferences to recognize that you have a Baby Lock 
Enterprise  

b) Left click on Preferences  in Studio III 
(1) Select the Conversion tab 
(2) Make sure that the PES format is selected 
(3) Set the size of the largest hoop to 360 x 360 

(4) Left click on Apply  

B. Left click on OK  to close Preferences 

 
V. Studio III – MonogramWorks 

A. Working through Studio III means that you have access to all of 
your Tool Packs, so you could also add text to the design with either 
MonogramWorks or LetterWorks. 
B. Add lettering with MonogramWorks 

1. The new rotated and re-sized design is selected 
2. Open the Toolpacks menu and select Gallery 
MonogramWorks 
3. Use the Zoom slide to zoom out so you can see the whole 
design 
4. Display the hoop 

a) Open the View Menu and select Hoop Size… 
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b) The Hoops box opens and our Jumbo Hoop is not on the list. 

c) Left click on New  
d) In the New Hoop box 

(1) Type Jumbo in the Name 
window 
(2) Type 350 in both the Width 
and Height windows 

(3) Left click OK  and 
the New Hoop box closes 

e) Your Jumbo hoop has been added 
to the list of available hoops. 

f) The new hoop you just created is selected, so click OK  to 
close the Hoop box and place the outline of the embroidery field for your 
Jumbo hoop on the design page. 
g) This lets us see how much room we have above and below the design 
to add lettering 

5. Add some lettering  to our design 

a) Left click on ABC  
b) In the Properties box in the upper right corner of the page 

(1) Type Little Miss Muffet in the Text window 
(2) Open the font list right below the text window and select the font 
called Mel Script 
(3) Click and drag to move the letters to the top of the hoop above 
our embroidery design 
(4) Left click outside the hoop so nothing is selected 

c) Left click on ABC  again 
d) In the Properties box in the upper right corner of the page 

(1) Type Sat on a Tuffet in the Text window 
(2) Open the font list right below the text window and select the font 
called Mel Script 
(3) Click and drag to 
move the letters to the 
bottom of the hoop below 
our embroidery design 

6. Save the design 

a) Left click on Save  
b) A box opens to report “The file has been saved.  Would you also like to 
save a working file?” 
c) Left click Yes 
d) A Save As box opens to save an editing file. Save 
the editing file. 
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e) Close MonogramWorks and a box reports that “2 files were created” 
f) Click OK to close the box and another tmp version of your design is 
created.   

(1) This one has the lettering that we added. 
g) And you will also have a new text file with an updated color list 

 
VI. Studio III and ColorWorks 

A. Change the color of the lettering and Color Sort 
1. The newest version of our design is selected 

2. Left click on ColorWorks  in the top toolbar 
3. And you are probably wondering how our ten color design suddenly has 30 
colors. 

a) The design was split when we re-sized it for the Jumbo hoop in 
SizeWorks.   
b) Once again SizeWorks has “borrowed” the function from the HoopWorks 
program installed in the same computer. 

4. The lettering we added in MonogramWorks is Orchid in color and you can see 
that Orchid color at color 12 and color 30 

5. Left click on Change Colors  to open the 
Choose Color box 
6. Select color 12 
7. To change the lettering to the same shade of 
Dolphin Blue used in the embroidery design 

a) Open the Thread Palette window and 
select RA Rayon 
b) Note in the color list for the design that 
Dolphin Blue is color number 2529 
c) Type 2529 in the Search window 
d) Left click Go 
e) And Dolphin Blue is highlighted in the 
color list 
f) Left click on Dolphin Blue and the lettering at the top of the hoop is 
changed to blue 

8. Select color 30 in the design color list and repeat the steps above to change 
the color of the lettering at the bottom of the design 
9. Save the design 

a) Left click on Save  
b) A box opens to report “This is the first file saved this session” 
c) Left click Exit to close ColorWorks 
d) A box opens to report “2 files were created” 
e) Click OK to close the box 
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f) And you have another tmp file but now the lettering is blue and you have 
a new text file with an updated color list. 
 

VII. You Can See the Split in HoopWorks 
A. If you would like to see how the design has been split: 

1. The most recent tmp design is selected 
2. Open the Toolpacks menu and select Gallery HoopWorks 
3. In the Region Sewing Order box on the left side of the 
screen 

a) Select Top to see the top portion of the design 
4. And you can see that the design was not cut straight 
through the middle, so there will not be a line that draws the 
eye when this is reassembled 
5. Select Bottom to see the bottom portion of the design 

B. There is no need to save the design here since it has already been saved. 
1. We just brought it here to see how it was split 
2. Close HoopWorks 

a) And  we are returned to Studio III 
 

VIII. Save the design 
A. We now have six different versions of our design, 
the original design and five temporary files that have 
been saved as we made changes to the design. 

1. To save the final design in Studio III 
a) The last file we saved is selected 
b) Hold down the Control key on the 
keyboard and left click on the text file to 
select it also 
c) Locate the folder that the design will 
be stored in on the browser list at the right 
side of the page 
d) Click and drag the selected designs to 
place them in the desired folder 

2. If you open the folder after dragging and dropping the design into it, you will 
find that your design is in the folder and that it no longer has a red tmp in the lower 
left corner. 

a) It is now a permanent file 
b) All of the temp files we have saved as we worked will be deleted when 
Studio III is closed. 

B. Transfer the design to a flash drive to sew it 
1. Select the design 
2. Right click 
3. Select Copy To… 
4. A browser box opens and you will be able to select the flash drive and click OK

IX. Set Preferences in CustomWorks II 
A. You might prefer to create designs for your Jumbo hoop in CustomWorks II 

1. All of your Toolpacks will be available to you here in CustomWorks II 
a) If you have installed LetterWorks III, it will be displayed on the top 
toolbar 
b) If you have installed QuiltWorks II, it also is on the top toolbar 
c) If you have installed HoopWorks, MonogramWorks, and/or 
DensityWorks, those programs can be accessed on the Studio toolbar at 
the right side of the page 
d) If you have SizeWorks installed you will be able to use the Fit Hoop icon 
and you will have all of the SizeWorks technology working for you. 

(1) If you have not installed SizeWorks in your computer the Fit Hoop 
icon will always appear greyed out and unavailable to be used. 

2. We will walk through how to create our Miss Muffet design in CustomWorks II 
3. And then we will take a look at a couple of CustomWorks tools that are tailor 
made for the large embroidery field of the Jumbo hoop. 

B. Before you begin creating designs for your Jumbo hoop in CustomWorks II, you will 
need to change your preferences to reflect that you have a new  larger hoop 

1. This will allow your designs to be saved in this new jumbo size 
C. To set your Preferences to recognize that you have a Baby Lock Enterprise  

1. Left click on Preferences  
a) Select the Baby Lock tab 
b) Place a checkmark in the box for Multi Needle 
c) Open the hoop window and select the 360 x 360 Jumbo Frame 

d) Left click on OK  to close Preferences 
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D. When creating designs for the Jumbo hoop, you may want to set your measurement 
system in CustomWorks II to metric 

1. We know that we can create designs up to 350mm x 350mm to be sewn in the 
Jumbo hoop 
2. If you set your CustomWorks II to metric, the size of your design will be given 
in millimeters. 

E. To change to metric: 
1. Right click anywhere on the ruler that runs across the top and down the left 
side  of the design page 
2. Left click on Metric 

 
X. Display the Hoop on the Design Page 

A. To show the embroidery field of the hoop: 

1. Left click on the Hoop  icon on the toolbar at the left side of the page 
a) The hoop that will be displayed is the last hoop you selected 
b) If you just finished setting your Preferences as discussed above, that will 
be the Jumbo hoop 
c) But, if you have worked on other projects after you set those 
Preferences, you may get a different hoop. 
d) If you do not remember what hoop you selected last and are not sure 
what the size of the hoop being displayed is, look at the Status Line in the 
lower right corner of the screen 

(1) The size of the hoop that is currently being used by the hoop icon 
is always shown here. 

B. If the hoop that was displayed by the hoop icon was not the Jumbo hoop: 
1. Open the View menu 
2. Scroll down and click on Select Hoop 
3. The Hoops box opens 

a) Make sure that the PES format is selected  
b) Place a checkmark in the box for Multi Needle 
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4. Select the 360mm x 360mm Jumbo Frame 
5. Click OK 

C. The Jumbo hoop is placed on the design page and now if you check the Status Line 

in that lower right corner it shows that current hoop is  
1. We selected a 360mm x 360mm, but the Status Line shows 350mm x 350mm 
2. As we discussed earlier, the other 10mm belongs to the split and is the area 
used to split the design in the best way and to match the two halves perfectly 
when it is stitched. 
3. So the largest design we will be able to save and stitch is 350mm x 350mm, 
and that is the size of the outline displayed on the design page 
 

XI. Merge, 3D and Rotate  
A. To bring in the design we will be using 

1. Left click on Merge Design  
2. Select the design to be used 

B. Left click on 3D  
1. We will be able to do all of our editing with 3D turned on 

C. To rotate the design 
1. There is a small blue dot at the corner of the selection box 

a) Click and drag the blue dot to free rotate the design to any position 

b) Click Undo  to return to the previous position 
2. There are also two rotate icons on the toolbar at the top of the page 

a) These icons will rotate the design 90° to the left left  or 90° to the 

right   

3. Left click on Rotate Left  on the top toolbar 
 

XII. CustomWorks II – SizeWorks 
A. If you have SizeWorks installed in your computer: 

1. When you select the embroidery design the Fit to Hoop  icon will be 
available to use. 
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2. If the Fit to Hoop  icon is greyed out  
a) Either there is no design on the page 
b) Or you do not have SizeWorks installed in your computer 

3. If SizeWorks is installed then all of the SizeWorks technology will be available 
in CustomWorks 

a) Size designs down 50% or up 250% 
b) Fill patterns will be maintained 
c) Stitch counts will be adjusted 
d) And compensation for the added pull of larger numbers of stitches will 
be added (Gap Reduction) 
e) Fit Hoop will size designs in one click to the largest size that will fit in the 
selected hoop 

4. If SizeWorks is not installed, then CustomWorks will not have any of the above 
capabilities 

B. To resize the design to the largest size possible in the Jumbo hoop 

1. Left click on Fit Hoop  
 

XIII. CustomWorks II - MonogramWorks 
A. Add lettering 

1. Left click on MonogramWorks  
2. MonogramWorks is still displaying the Jumbo hoop that we selected previously. 

a) If another hoop is displayed, you would simply go to the View menu as 
we did earlier in this class. (page 7) 

3. Add lettering to the design exactly the same way as we did previously. (page 8) 
a) MonogramWorks is going to function exactly the same way whether you 
run it as a stand-alone, use it through the Toolpacks menu in Studio III, or 
access it from CustomWorks. 

4. Left click on Save  and save the working file 
5. Close MonogramWorks 

a) A new design page has been opened and the embroidery design with 
the lettering added is placed on that new page 
b) If you left click on the tab for Design 1 you will find your enlarged design 
with no lettering on that page. 
c) Go back to Design 2 by clicking on the tab for that page 

6. Left click on Hoop  to display the Jumbo hoop outline on the page 
a) The hoop icon will always display the last hoop you selected in the View 
menu 
b) The selected hoop size is shown on the Status Line in the lower right 
corner of the page 
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XIV. CustomWorks II - Manage Colors 
A. Scroll down in the Sequence View to see that the lettering that was added is a light 
purple color  

1. To change the lettering to Dolphin Blue 
a) Note that Dolphin Blue is color 2529 
b) Select the color that needs to be changed.  In this case we will select  
the lavender color of the text in the Sequence View 

2. Left click on the question mark  in the Color Palette 
a) Look to see what Color Palette is currently being displayed 

(1) If the Color Palette needs to be changed, open the window and 
select the type of thread you will be looking for 
(2) For the current design, we need Robison Anton Rayon 

b) Type 2529 in the Find Color box and left click on Find  

3. The color palette will show color 2529 and the blue chip you need is highlighted 
a) Left click on color 2529 and the lettering is now blue. 

B. If desired, you can also change color 2373 Pink Mist to color 2237 Carnation. 
1. Select All items at the top of the Sequence View 

2. Left click on Color Sort  
a) The Title bar at the very top of the page shows the number of stitches, 
the number of colors, and the size of the design 

b) It shows 11 color changes in the design; however Carnation sews twice, 
so the design uses 10 spools of thread. 
c) And if you scroll down in the Sequence View, you will find that the 
Dolphin Blue lettering now sews at the same time as the Dolphin Blue in the 
design. 
 

XV. CustomWorks II - HoopWorks 

A. Left click on HoopWorks  

1. Left click on Hoops Available  
2. Select the 360 x 360 Jumbo Hoop 
3. Click OK 
4. And the design is split. 

B. To see the split 
1. In the Region Sewing Order box left click on top to see the top half of the 
design 
2. Left click on Bottom to see the bottom half of the design. 

C. Save the design 
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1. Left click on Save  
2. Locate the folder you want to save 
to 
3. Left click Select 
4. The Multiple File Save box opens 

a) And offers you the chance to 
save her a second time to a 
different location. 
b) If you do not need to save a second copy of the design click Cancel 

 
XVI. CustomWorks II - Carousel 

A. It is important to note that the Jumbo hoop is not limited to sewing one big design. 
1. You will also be able to use the larger sewing field for embroidery that is 
composed of groups of smaller designs 
2. And CustomWorks II has some tools designed to make it easy to create two 
specific types of designs composed of groups of small designs 

B. Open a new page  

1. Left click on Hoop  to display the Jumbo hoop outline on the page 

C. Left click on Carousel  
1. The Carousel Design tool opens 

a) Open the window to see the designs built into the Carousel tool 
b) If you select one of the patterns the window closes and the selected 
pattern is displayed in the small preview window to the right of the list 
c) Once a design has been selected, you can use the arrow keys on your 
keyboard to move up or down  the list and view the various patterns 

2. Or if you know which pattern you want, open the Design window and select the 
pattern 

3. Left click Apply  and the pattern you selected is placed on the 
Carousel 

D. Set the size of the design 
1. The current size of the circular design is shown in the lower right corner of the 
tool. 
2. The size of the wreath can be changed by adjusting the Circle Dimensions in 
the upper left corner. 

a) If you leave the checkmark in the Keep aspect ratio  box 
then you will have a circular wreath 
b) If you remove the checkmark then you can change the width and height 
of your design independently and you could have an oval wreath 
c) Leave the checkmark in the box and change the Width to 250mm 

d) Click Apply  and note that the Output size of the design is now 
much larger, but it still will fit in our Jumbo hoop 
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(1) This is why it is easier to have CustomWorks II set to metric while 
creating designs for the Jumbo hoop. 
(2) We know that as long as our wreath is 350mm x 350mm or less, 
it will fit into the hoop. 

3. Select the number of roses in your wreath 
a) Now that the wreath is bigger, there is room for more roses 
b) Use the controls in the Objects section to select the number and rotation 
of the patterns 
c) Change the number of designs to 12 

(1) You can also change the angle of the designs, but when the 
number of designs was changed the angle automatically adjusted to 
the most flattering angle.. 
(2) However, if you have a different idea, you can play with the angle 

4. If desired you can also change the size of the individual designs in your wreath. 
5. If you remove the checkmark from the Auto rotate box, then all of the designs 
will sit upright around the wreath 

a) Replace the checkmark in the Auto rotate box and the designs are again 
rotated to a pleasing angle 

6. Remove the checkmark from the Color Sort box 
a) Click Apply 
b) With a multi-needle there is no reason to sort the colors  

7. To save the design from the Carousel tool to the design page: 
a) Make one last check to be certain that the output size shown in the 
lower right corner is smaller than 350mm x 350mm 
b) Left click OK 
c) And the design is ready to be split in HoopWorks 

 
XVII. Split Carousel Design in HoopWorks 

A. To split the Carousel design for the Jumbo hoop: 

1. Left click on HoopWorks  
2. If the Jumbo Hoop is not already selected 

a) Left click on Hoops Available  
b) Select the 360 x 360 Jumbo Hoop 
c) Click Ok 

3. If the Jumbo Hoop was already selected, then the design is split as soon as it 
opens on the HoopWorks page. 
4. To see the split 

a) In the Region Sewing Order box left click on top to see the top half of 
the design 
b) Left click on Bottom to see the bottom half of the design. 

B. Save the design 

1. Left click on Save  
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2. Locate the folder you want to save 
to 
3. Left click Select 

a) And the design is saved and 
you are returned to 
CustomWorks II 

4. The Multiple File Save box opens 
a) If you would like to save another copy of the design click OK 
b) If you do not need to save a second copy click Cancel 

 
 
XVIII.  Use Your Own Design in Carousel Tool 

A. Can you use your own design in the Carousel tool instead of the designs that are built 
into the tool? 

1. Yes you can 
B. To use your own design 

1. Left click on Merge Design  
2. Locate the design to be used and place it on the design page 
3. With your design selected, right click 
4. Select Carousel from the pop up menu 
5. And the Carousel tool is opened with your design on the Carousel 
6. Edit your Carousel design just as we did the rose design and if you will be 
using it in the Jumbo Hoop, split it in HoopWorks 
 

XIX. CustomWorks II - Scatter 
A. The Scatter tool will scatter small embroideries across your fabric. 

1. Open a new page  

2. Left click on Hoop  to display the Jumbo hoop outline on the page 

B. Left click on Scatter  
1. The Scatter tool opens 

a) Open the window to see the designs built into the Scatter tool 
b) If you select one of the patterns the window closes and the selected 
pattern is displayed in the small preview window to the right of the list 
c) Once a design has been selected, you can use the arrow keys on your 
keyboard to move up or down  the list and view the various patterns 

2. Or if you know which pattern you want, open the Design window and select the 
pattern 

3. Left click Apply  and the pattern you selected is placed on the Scatter 
template 

C. Set the size of the design 
1. Note the Output size is in the lower right corner of the box

2. Change the Template Size  in the upper left corner 
a) Set the Width at 350 
b) Set the Height at 350 

c) Click Apply  
d) Note that the Output size is changed in the lower right corner of the box 

D. The design is not just scattered across the embroidery field, but the individual designs 
are different sizes. 

1. Control the range of sizes in Design Properties by setting the Minimum Scale 
and Maximum scale of the motifs 

a) If you set both the minimum and maximum sizes at the same 
percentage then all of your scattered motifs will be the same size 
b) The minimum size of motifs can be as small as 40% of the original size. 
c) The maximum size of motifs can be as large as 400% of the original size 
d) By setting the minimum and maximum at different settings, you can 
have a variety of motif sizes within your scattered motifs. 

e) Click Apply  after you have set the size 
controls to see the effect of your changes 

E. Use the Minimum Spacing control to move your motifs closer 
together or farther apart 

1. Spacing can be set as low as 0 for embroidery designs 
that fill the hoop with almost no empty space between them.   

a) With the minimum spacing set at 0, some of the 
designs may touch. 

2. Set a larger number if you want more empty space 
between motifs  
3. Use a smaller number to move the motifs closer 
together and have more embroidery within the template 
4. The design on the top was spacing set a 0 
5. The design on the bottom was spacing set at 20 
6. Each time you select a new value for spacing click 

Apply  to see how it affects your design 
F. If you remove the checkmark from the Auto rotate box, then all of the designs will sit 
upright around the wreath 

1. Replace the checkmark in the Auto rotate box and the designs are again 
rotated to various angles 

G. Remove the checkmark from the Color Sort box 
1. Click Apply 

H. With a multi-needle there is no reason to sort the colors  
I. To save  the scattered embroidery designs back to the design page 

1. Check that the Output size is 339mm x 350mm or smaller so it will fit into the 
sewing field of our Jumbo hoop 
2. Left click OK 

a) And the design is ready to split 
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XX. Split Scatter  Design in HoopWorks 
A. To split the Scatter design for the Jumbo hoop: 

1. Left click on HoopWorks  
2. If the Jumbo Hoop is not already selected 

a) Left click on Hoops Available  
b) Select the 360 x 360 Jumbo Hoop 
c) Click Ok 

3. If the Jumbo Hoop was already selected, then the design is split as soon as it 
opens on the HoopWorks page. 
4. To see the split 

a) In the Region Sewing Order box 
left click on top to see the top half of 
the design 
b) Left click on Bottom to see the 
bottom half of the design. 

B. Save the design 

1. Left click on Save  
2. Locate the folder you want to save to 
3. Left click Select 

a) And the design is saved and you are returned to CustomWorks II 
4. The Multiple File Save box opens 

a) If you would like to save another copy of the design click OK 
b) If you do not need to save a second copy click Cancel 

 
XXI. Use Your Own Design in Scatter Tool 

A. Can you use your own design in the Scatter tool instead of the designs that are built 
into the tool? 

1. Yes you can 
B. To use your own design 

1. Left click on Merge Design  
2. Locate the design to be used and place it on the design page 
3. With your design selected, right click 
4. Select Scatter from the pop up menu 
5. And the Scatter tool is opened with your design on the Template 
6. Edit your Scatter design just as we did the previous design and if you will be 
using it in the Jumbo Hoop, split it in HoopWorks 
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XXII. Split and Save a Jumbo Hoop Design in EmbroideryWorks 
A. Both EmboideryWorks Everyday and EmbroideryWorks Advanced include the 
SizeWorks and HoopWorks technology needed to create Jumbo hoop designs 

1. So there is no need to invest in further Toolpacks for your Jumbo hoop if you 
own either of the EmbroideryWorks programs 

B. Bring in the embroidery design you want to use 

1. Left click on Merge Stitch File  at the right end of the top tool bar. 
a) A browser box opens  
b) Locate the design you want to use and double click on it to select it and 
place it on the design page. 
c) The design used fits snugly into the 130mm x 180mm (5 1/8” x 7 1/8”) 
hoop 

C. Change the selected hoop to the Jumbo hoop on the design page 
1. The hoops will be found in Preferences 

2. Left click on Preferences  
a) Left click on Hoops at the left side of the Preferences box 
b) If necessary, open the window at the top of the Preferences box and 
select the PES format 

3. There are two hoop lists for the PES format, one for regular hoops and another 
list of Multi-position hoops 

a) Select the Multi-position list 
b) Left click to select the Jumbo hoop at the top of the list.   
c) Click OK 

4. If you do not see the hoop on the design page, you may be zoomed in to close 
to see the outline of the hoop 

a) Click and drag the slider down on the compass rose in the upper right 
corner of the design page to zoom out.  Move the slider down until you can 
see the outline of the Jumbo hoop on the design page 

5. Rotate and size the design 
a) Left click on the design to select it 

b) Left click on Rotate 90° Counter-Clockwise   

c) Left click on Fit to Hoop  to re-size the 
design to the largest size that can be sewn in the 
Jumbo hoop. 

D. Save the design 
1. Open the File menu 
2. Select Save As…(Stitch and Working) 

a) This allows you to save both the Stitch file that 
will be used to embroider your design and a 
Working file that can be brought back up for re-
editing in EmbroideryWorks in just one step 

3. The Save As box opens 
a) Open the Save in window and select the 
location that the design will be saved to 
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b) In the File Name window, type a name for your design 
(1) Part of the file name has already been created for you by using 
the words Split Design 
(2) Place the cursor in front of Split Design and add to the name of 
the design words to tell you which split design 
(3) Morning Glory was added before Split design in the sample 

c) Left click on Save 
d) Three files are saved 

(1)  The .BE file that is the editing file for EmbroideryWorks 
(2) The split .PES file that you will sew 
(3) A Text file showing the colors used in each half of the design 
 

XXIII. Sew a Split Design 
A. Hoop the fabric  

1. Because of the large size of this hoop, the fabric and stabilizer must be hooped 
very tightly.  
2. Make sure the fabric is firmly hooped and taut  
3. Use the nickel screwdriver to tighten the adjustment screw on the hoop.  

a) Normally we finger tighten the screws on our hoops to avoid the 
possibility of stripping the screw, but with this hoop it is just not possible to 
tighten that screw enough without using the tool. 

B. Set up to embroider in the Jumbo hoop 
1. Touch the Needle Bar/Frame Move Key 

2. Select needle 6 
a) This places the needle case in the center 
position and gives you the best access change 
the frame holder. 
b) You should also set your Enterprise to needle 6 on this screen anytime 
you will be moving your Enterprise 

(1) This is the most stable position for that needle case and would be 
the most secure position for that needle case while the machine is 
being moved. 

3. Change to Frame holder B 
a) The Baby Lock Enterprise comes with two frame holders 

(1) Frame holder A is used for All of the standard frames that come 
with the Enterprise 
(2) Frame holder B is used for extra accessory frames that you Buy 
(3) Although the Jumbo frame has been a bonus with the purchase 
of the Baby Lock Enterprise, it would normally be an extra accessory 
frame. 
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(4) Frame holder C does not come with the Enterprise.  Frame 
holder C is included when you purchase the set of Circular Frames. 

4. Place the extension table on the Enterprise anytime you are using the Jumbo 
hoop. 

C. Transfer your split design to the Baby Lock Enterprise 
1. Split designs for the Jumbo hoop must be transferred to the machine either on 
a flash drive or by direct connect. 
2. Place the flash drive with your Jumbo hoop design in the top 2.0 USB port on 
the machine  

a) The middle USB port with the picture of the mouse next to it cannot be 
used to bring in Jumbo hoop designs. 
b) The mouse port is a 1.0 USB port and it cannot handle the amount of 
information in these split designs 

3. Or if you prefer, you could use the grey cord that came with your Baby Lock 
Enterprise and hook your 
computer directly to your 
Enterprise. 

a) With a direct 
connect, you can 
literally drag and drop 
designs into you 
machine. 
b) Your Baby Lock 
Enterprise will appear in 
your computer as a 
Removable Drive.  

4. What does not work? 
a) You will not be able 
to save Jumbo hoop designs to the machine memory 
b) You will not be able to import designs through the mouse port 
c) If you own Palette 9, you will not be able to transfer Jumbo hoop 
designs to the Enterprise using the Link function 

5. What does work is: 

a) A transfer through the top USB port from a flash drive  

b) A transfer by direct connect  
D. Select the Jumbo design to be sewn 

1. The design will appear on the screen of the machine as one design and will not 
appear to be split 
2. Touch the design on the screen to select 
3. Once the design has been selected, then for the first time it will be shown with 
the two halves 

E. You will always sew the two halves of the design by working left to right 
1. Select side one (the half of the design shown on the left) 
2. Touch Set 
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3. Touch Sewing 
4. Place the threads on the Enterprise in the 
positions shown on the Sewing screen 
5. Embroider the first side of the design 

F. When the first half of the design is complete a box 
will appear on the screen that asks “Sew the next part?” 

1. Touch OK 
G. A camera image of the fabric in the hoop is displayed 
on the screen with a red outline box  

1. Place a Positioning Sticker on the fabric so it is 
centered in the box shown on the screen. 

a) This may feel a little strange because 
you will be looking at the camera image on the LCD screen while you are 
placing the positioning sticker on the fabric. 

2. It will be easier than you think 
a) The sticker does not need to be perfectly centered in the red box. 
b) Nor does the sticker have to be straight. 
c) It just has to be completely inside the red outline. 

3. What is important is that you must use a genuine Baby Lock positioning sticker 
a) Photo copied stickers may not be dark enough and could cause the 
second half of the design to be misaligned! 
b) Also, photo copied stickers may have been slightly resized by the copy 
machine and that would also cause the design to be misaligned. 

4. If you have used all of the positioning stickers that came with your Baby Lock 
Enterprise, you can purchase additional positioning stickers from your Authorized 
Baby Lock dealer. 

a) This is a very high tech process that aligns your design halves with 
extreme precision, so it is not a good time to work with anything other than 
the correct supplies 

H. When the positioning sticker is in place touch OK 
1. The camera will scan and detect the positioning sticker 

a) DO NOT REMOVE THE STICKER YET 
b) You should not remove the positioning sticker until an instruction on the 
LCD screen tells you to remove it. 

I. A message box opens on the screen that tells you that the positioning mark has been 
recognized and that you should rotate the frame and touch OK 

1. DO NOT REMOVE THE STICKER YET 
2. Remove the hoop from the frame holder, turn it 180°, and place it back into the 
frame holder. 
3. Touch OK 

J. The camera scans and detects the positioning sticker again. 
1. A message box appears on the screen to report that the positioning mark has 
been detected and that you should remove the positioning sticker 

a) NOW YOU CAN TAKE THE STICKER OFF 
2. Touch OK 

K. The screen with the two sides of the design is automatically displayed  
1. Select side two of the design (the side on the right) 
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2. Touch Set 
3. Touch Sewing 
4. Embroider the second half of your design
